Will the MVEIRE bhe submitting a Final CE Study with all
parties’ comments and issues summmarized for the Public Registry?

INAC requests these issucs be resolved prior to the Public Hearings to ensurc the public and
other parlies or regulatory agencies are clear on the EA process for the proposed developments in
ihe Drybones/Wool Bay Areas.
